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Syllabus for First Level
Major Objectives: Learn to read, write, and pronounce all the Hindi letters and know words beginning with each letter.

I. Hindi Vowels
a. Being able to recognize, read, pronounce, and write them all correctly
b. To know at least three Hindi words that begin with each vowel 
c. Students should know the sounds of all the vowels in English

II. Hindi Consonants
a. To have advanced mastery of recognition, reading; pronunciation, and writing of all the consonants
b. Correct Pronunciation

i. It is very important to know the difference in the sounds of similar words while speaking as well as interpreting and hearing. Learning the correct pronunciation is very important
ii. Two sets of consonants: त (ta) थ (tha) द (da) ध  (dha) are represented by the same English letters as the line: ट  ठ  ड  ढ. Students should know the different pronunciations between these two sets
iii. Being able to differentiate the distinct sounds of these letters:  ङ (nga) ञ (nya) ण (nna) न (na) 
iv. Know the difference between the pronunciation of other letters, such as ड (da) and ढ (dha) 
III. Word Formation without Matras 
a. Being able to join together

i. Two letter words: बस, दस, etc.
ii. Three letter words: कमल, सडक , etc.
iii. Four letter words: अचकन, बरतन, etc.
IV. Being able to read, write and speak the Devanagari numbers of Hindi-from 1 to20
V. Being able to read, write, and speak his or her own first and last name

VI. Having an understanding of Hindi commands and to follow them (Oral Exam)
VII. Hindi Poems

a. To have memorized at least five Hindi poems

b. To know the meanings of these poems (Oral Examination)

VIII. Oral Vocabulary

a. At least one-hundred vocabulary words from the categories below

i.
